What if a student...

Unfortunately, many students aren't aware of
their transfer & pathway options. 



Transfer — when a student switches from one
postsecondary program/school to another.

Pathway —defined transfer route from one
postsecondary program to another program. 

What is transfer?

Program Pathway —transfer a
block of credits/courses from one
program to another.

Course Transfer — transfer individual
courses a student has already
completed. 

Or, a student can take a course at
another school & have it apply towards
their current school.

*Course transfers may only be relevant for
students after they start an undergraduate
program.
